Place postcard along line 6 light background 3 %" x5” 4
between piece 1 & 2 and make a fold line on the foundation paper, trim 11 dk brown/black 3" x 7" 4
fabric to %" seam on piece 1. Place the #2 piece face to face with the first,
checking that there will be %" all around it when it is stitched and flipped. 2,4,8,10 37 x4%" 16
With right sides together, hold in place, flip the whole thing over, now light background
stitch on the line between section 1 and 2, (sew a stitch or two before & 1 red 27 x5” 4
beyond the line). Flip and press with dry iron. Place postcard along stitch 3 blue, 5 gold 2" X4 Y 44

line for piece 3 and fold back foundation, trim seam to %*“. Place blue fabric
for piece 3 face to face with pieced 1 & 2 checking that there will be %" all

around it when it is stitched and flipped. Sew, clip threads, and press. Proceed with pieces 4 to 11, continuing until all pieces have

been added. Using a rotary ruler, align the %” on the outside sewing line and trim paper foundation and fabrics a %” all around. Do

NOT remove paper yet; sew three more, join, & press. To remove the paper, gently tug along stitch line and the fabric will pull away;

only remove the odd numbered pieces so that the BOM winner can easily align the blocks. For a video clip showing the assembly of a

paper-pieced block, check http://www.daystyledesigns.com/paperpiecing.htm.

B.O.M. February 2011 — 9 Patch Heart — 9 %" unfinished

This block was inspired by a quilt that | rescued from a Thrift Shop and a favourite of my granddaughters. The block is designed to be
used in an On-Point setting. The red colour is for February. The block has only 3 fabrics, a medium and a dark red, and a cream for the

background.

Cutting Instructions:

Cut 4 of patch A17/8” x 1 7/8” of the cream,

cut 1 of patch C 3 %” x 3 %”;

cut 1 each of patch B 3%” x 6 %" in the medium and dark red,

cut 5in dk red of patch D 2 %" x 2 %" and cut 4 in med red of patch D 2 %" x 2 %”.

Sewing Instructions:

Assemble each row of the nine patch (D), pressing towards the dark, them sew each row together to
complete the nine patch section of this block. Draw a diagonal line across the back of the 1 7/8”
cream squares and place on the top edge of each of the red rectangles, right sides together. Sew

through the center, press and trim leaving %" seam as shown. Sew the dark rectangle to the top of

the nine patch section; sew patch C, the 3%” cream square to the medium rectangle, checking that

you are adding it to the right end. Now sew this strip to the nine patch section to complete the heart.

This is a diagram of a possible setting. The picture on the right is
the quilt rescued from the Thrift shop. It was signed: “Made
for____ with Love by Aunt____ ,Jan. 2002”. The names had
been blacked out. If anyone knows the quilter, | would gladly add
a label to acknowledge her work.
