BOM Nov- 2011 ATTIC WINDOW
Jan 15 2009 Marcia Hohn

This makes a 9" block ! All fabric is with a small print.
Cut the black  6-7/8" square in half once on the diagonal to make two Half
SquareTriangles...
Next, use the template provided below to cut two medium shade brown
colour trapezoids from an 4" x 11" strip (there's one template just rotate it
to get two shapes from the one strip).
Now cut the” off white” colour 3-7/8" square in half once on the diagonal
to make two Half SquareTriangles...
Cut one burgundy 3-7/8” square.
Using a scant 1/4" seam allowance now and throughout the block making,
sew an off white half square triangle to the top and bottom of the
burgundy 3-1/2" square...
Then add the trapezoids to the left and right.
To finish up the block, add the black half square triangles as shown at left!
